THE JEWISH TRAIL — MISHPARAH | ZACHOR
OOO — Importance of solidarity of the Community in the Jewish tradition.
OOO — Participation in community activities: festivals, lighting Chanukah candles with the 
elderly, Passover activities ...

OOO —  Centrality of Limmud, of study in the Jewish tradition: participate in a circle of 
studies organized by your Tribe or your community.

OOO — Meaning and experience of Tefila: preparing a short Jewish learning session for the 
morning service.
OOO — The table replaces the Temple sacrifices: know the Berakhot and the Birkat Hamazon.

OOO — Israel in the Jewish tradition. Permanence of the Jewish presence in the land of Israel.
OOO — The history of the foundation of the state of Israel
OOO — Landmarks of the physical and human geography of Israel.
OOO — The great figures of Zionism.
OOO — Knowledge of the main moments in the history of the State of Israel since 1948.
OOO — Press review on the Israeli news.
OOO — Familiarization with Hebrew, language of the Jewish people.

THE OUTDOOR TRAIL — NATURE
OOO — Know the main trees of the different regions of your country: draw them with their 
leaves and their fruit.
OOO — Know a dozen wild flowers of the different regions of your country; do not pick them 
but draw them!
OOO — Recognize five wild animals by their tracks; photograph two of them.
OOO — Protected plants and animals from your region and the place of your summer camp.
OOO — Know five extinct plants and animals in the twentieth century; why did they disappear?
OOO — With your clan, you make an herbarium at the summer camp.
OOO — The leaders trace a discovery trail 10 meters long with a string; you recognize the 
main plant species present on the route.
OOO — Discover meteorology: make a weather station at the summer camp.
OOO — Identify the main constellations in summer and winter.
OOO — Discover the lives of trees and the forest with a forest warden in your region.
OOO — Protect our natural environment: clan activities.
OOO — Living Earth: deforestation, desertification, climate change, volcanoes, floods...

THE OUTDOOR TRAIL
OOO — Individual equipment (personal gear, backpack) and clan (tent, pionneering and 
cooking, ...).
OOO — Your tent: assembly, day and night position, sun and rain, dismantling and maintenance. 
OOO — Scouting activities and sustainable development. What do you propose to change?
OOO — Four different fires of wood to boil water, cook, make chalot and bread, for the vigil. 
Know how to use a brazier so as not to damage the grounds.
OOO — Know how to camp at the weekend, at the summer camp (personal hygiene, 
knowing how to have a tent tidy and well organized).
OOO — Respect of the environment and the regulation of the place of camp: the fires, the 
“Bathroom in the Woods“.
OOO — Participation to first aid and health and safety training courses.

THE OUTDOOR TRAIL — WOODCRAFT
OOO — Five knots and their uses; make three items using knots including the one on your woggle.
OOO — Lashing and its uses: to make three objects using lashing.
OOO — Mortises and their uses: making three objects using mortises.
OOO — Construction of a table, a bench, a fire table, a dresser (plan and model before realization).
OOO — Maintenance and safety of the outgoing equipment, camp and premises.

THE OUTDOOR TRAIL — HIKING
OOO — Outdoor and hiking techniques in winter and summer.
OOO — Using the map and compass while hiking.
OOO — Learn to orient yourself with a GPS positioner.
OOO — Learn to orient yourself with the sun, the constellations and the vegetation.
OOO — Know the morse and semaphore transmission techniques and the different distress signals.
OOO — Safety rules to apply during an excursion and a hike.

THE KLEZMER TRAIL
OOO — Make a song book — Know 10 traditional Hebrew songs, ...
OOO — Israeli Rikudim, Lithuanian, and other folk dances
OOO — Preparation of a solo or clan show for a group party..
OOO — Klezmer music. Play an instrument (transportable if possible ...)
OOO — Theater, mime, body expression, ...

THE ARTS & CRAFTS TRAIL
OOO — Drawing and Painting.
OOO — Three handmade techniques to make Judaïca items: clay, papier-maché, wood, ...
OOO — Photo slideshow editing, video editing, web editing, ...
OOO — Hebrew and Latin calligraphy.
OOO — The Art of Papercut.
OOO — Land Art.

THE WORLD DISCOVERY TRAIL
OOO — Know the history of the 20th century. How was the world in 1900? And now ?
OOO — Know the geography of continents and major countries.
OOO — Media Awareness: Regular press review on a given topic.
OOO — Awareness of English with the realization of a press review on the internet.
OOO — Why are we talking about underdevelopment?
OOO — The history of your city.
OOO — Investigations of various public services, companies and artisans in your city.
OOO — Participation of your clan in solidarity actions in your city.

the summer camp, develop your artistic talents ... 

These are just some of the many adventures you'll live with 
Scouts.

In three or four years, the Jewish Scout Trail will accompany 
you in your discoveries and your learning, with three stages 
of progression, fourteen proficiency badges and five senior 
badges (reserved for enthusiasts).

To advance on your own trail, trust the 
leaders who wear the badge correspon-
ding to the domain that you wish to 
discover.
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
